Welcome: Carrie Woody welcomed everyone to begin the meeting.
Review of January Minutes: There were no recommended changes to the January minutes.  A motion was offered by Gary Wetlich, seconded by Jan Picklesimer.  Minutes were approved unanimously.
TAC By-laws:  Carrie Woody passed out the approved by-laws with the approved revisions.  The members present signed the original copy of the by-laws.
Vision, Mission & Values:  The group began with discussion on what the mission of this newly formed TAC should be.  There was open discussion of individual purpose versus the group’s purpose including what it was we would like to accomplish through this group. It was discussed that the group wanted a mission statement that would reflect action and not just a statement. The group collectively came up with a mission to “cooperatively provide cost effective, accessible transportation throughout Fairfield County”.  A motion was made by Jody DeVore to accept this as the TAC’s official Mission Statement, with a second by Gary Weltlich.  The Mission statement was approved unanimously. 

In addition to the mission, the group also had long discussion over a vision statement.  Again, the purpose of the vision statement is to keep the group focused to the mission, continue to take action for change, and provide some accountability which would also help set measureable outcomes or goals.  It was decided that the vision statement will be “To actively implement transportation solutions that meet our mission”.  This was approved unanimously after a motion by Pam Patula and seconded by Ritta Seitz.


The TAC will be discussing specific outcomes and/or goals at the next meeting.

Agency Updates:  Carrie Woody sent out a copy of the article, prepared by Pam Patula and staff, which was published in the Fairfield Towne Crier.  The article was the first published informational piece to the community to start creating an awareness of this group.  Kelley Bauman, Salvation Army, informed the group that her building now has an accessible ramp, which makes the building completely accessible; Patti Morrow, 211, reminded the group of the fundraiser they are completing; Brooke Taley, Community Action, informed the group of their 2nd home closing through the neighborhood stabilization program; Jan Picklesimer, JFS, informed the group that  JFS currently has nine drivers associated with her program and made the group aware of the upcoming Family Circus Night, April 29th, at JFS.
