Minutes

Welcome: Carrie Woody welcomed everyone and began with introductions around the table.  
Review of September Minutes: There was brief discussion and review of October minutes.  No recommended changes.
Recorder:  Toby Shamblin volunteered to act as recorder for the summit’s meetings.
Current Service Update:  There have been no changes or additional information submitted since last meeting.  
TAC By-laws:  Carrie Woody presented a revision of the by-laws which were presented in October’s meeting.  The changes included members of the TAC be no less than 16 with the ability to send a designee with voting privileges.  Also included in the revision were quorum requirements for voting, mandatory quarterly meetings.  Pam Patula recommended that we remove any references to “Board” and replace with “TAC” as it is confusing.  Gary Weltlich made the recommendation that we also incorporate plain language that we are able to conduct business without a quorum however; the quorum would still be a requirement for issues requiring voting.  Gary also recommended that the new changes be implemented and sent out to the committee prior to the next meeting, with any new recommended changes be sent to all committee members prior to December 11th.  This will allow the committee vote and implement the by-laws and Advisory Committee at December’s meeting.  Carrie will make recommended changes and send out to current committee members by Friday, December 4th.
County-wide Update:  Dr. Payne and Carrie discussed plans to coordinate their current services in an effort to provide more efficient service and as a way to begin implementing our human service coordinated plan.  Carrie and Dr. Payne also mentioned meeting with Dathan and Jan at Job and Family Services to do the same.
Mobility Manager: 
Carrie revisited a previous topic of the Mobility Manager that is recommended in the Coordination Plan and funded through a federal grant at 80%.  The purpose of the Mobility Manager would be to help promote and coordinate transportation county-wide.  Through some discussion it was recommended that the committee investigate what exactly the job responsibilities would be, how the funding works, the length of the grant (years, max), as well as research other coordinated plans currently utilizing a mobility manager.  Carrie offered to research the information and have something available at the next meeting to discuss further.  Pam Patula also recommended that the committee investigate FairCats to see why they were not economically viable and how they may relate to what the Mobility Manager is recommended to be.  Gary also mentioned that we may want to confirm with ODOT that this is strictly a “recommendation” and not a requirement of a coordinated plan.

Agency Updates:  Dr. Payne mentioned that the Center for Disability just received two additional vans through the Ohio Department of Transportation.  Both vehicles are accessible.  Jeanette Curtiss discussed the need that she is seeing through Information & Referral Services along with Community Action on the need for transportation to get food orders through local food pantries for the holidays.  Dathan also said that he is seeing needs for medical transportation of JFS clients.  These are all issues that the committee would like to continue to work together to address quickly.
