Transportation Summit

Welcome: Carrie Woody welcomed everyone and began with introductions around the table.  
Review of September Minutes: There was brief discussion and review of September minutes.  No recommended changes.
Recorder:  Toby Shamblin volunteered to act as recorder for the summit’s meetings.
Current Service Overview:  Carrie presented to the summit members a list of current transportation providers who have responded thus far in regard to services they offer, who they serve, fleet size, accessible vehicles and current fare structures.  At this point there are only four providers that have responded.  Carrie will continue to pursue other providers to have a more accurate list available in an effort to coordinate and streamline future service.

TAC By-laws:  Carrie Woody presented a sample of by-laws to pursue an established TAC.  Extensive discussion in the by-laws were made concerning the minimum number of members, voting privileges, majority votes required to pass issues presented to the TAC, membership rights, meeting requirements, including; a minimum of 10 members; a simple majority vote of those members present; by-laws should implement a clause allowing those members representing an organization have the ability to send a designee on their behalf.  There was recommendation that the by-laws require a minimum of four meetings per year (one per quarter), with a verbal understanding that the first two years may require more than four meetings.  It was also recommended that the Summit members view the current by-laws established through the Fairfield County Health Department as a reference to incorporate into the forming Fairfield County Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Transportation Advisory Committee, and in addition to consider following Robert’s Rules of Order.  The members present agreed that the summit meet again in November to review for a final revision of the by-laws with a goal to have established by-laws, members and officers by January 2010.
County-wide Update:  Carrie did inform the summit that Lancaster Public Transit is actively pursuing an expansion into the Pickerington/Violet Township area.  The expansion will be funded in part by the City of Pickerington, Violet Township, Pickerington Senior Center, Fairfield County Board of MRDD.  In addition, she has requested support of the Fairfield County MOW-OAA and Fairfield County Commissioners.  She will keep the committee updated as further arrangements are made.  The goal is to have service implemented as of January 1, 2010.

Agency Updates:  Due to the long discussion on the TAC By-laws, there was no discussion on agency updates.  The next meeting will be certain to allow time for agency updates to keep members abreast of what is happening.
