Transportation Summit
Minutes

Welcome: Carrie Woody welcomed everyone and began with introductions around the table.  
Review of June Minutes: There was brief discussion and review of June minutes.  No recommended changes.
Recorder:  Toby Shamblin volunteered to act as recorder for the summit’s meetings.
Action Steps:  There was long discussion on where the group as a whole is looking to go with a mission and long-term goal.  The mission statement the group achieved is: Seamless, affordable, accessible, and understandable transportation for Fairfield County.  In an effort to provide understandable transportation, it was recommended that each provider provide a short summary of current services, rates, hours of operation, major funding sources.  Carrie will put together a form to send to local transportation providers and collect the information into one piece to have available at the next summit meeting. With a long-term goal of still implementing a county-wide transportation service, Jan Picklesimer recommended that the group reach out to local Township Trustees for their involvement (i.g., Baltimore, Pleasantville, Bremen, Amanda).  Carrie volunteered to reach out to those townships for future attendance.  The group also discussed looking long-term into establishing a connector into the Central Ohio Transit Authority (COTA) for Columbus Trips (ig., medical, work, recreational).  This would greatly increase mobility for our residents and community.  It was also emphasized that as the summit continues, the group needs to ensure that this is a coordinated effort by making certain all stakeholders are invited to take part in the discussions.
A short discussion regarding a possible name for a county-wide system; Penny Miller creatively recommended “PLAY CAB” by utilizing the first letter of each township, village, and city represented in the county.
There was also some discussion on how local providers need to communicate more to piggy-back current services to create a more efficient system considering out-of-town trips.  Dr. Payne also informed the group that there may an increased need for transportation due to assisted living and nursing facilities losing medical reimbursement to provide transportation.  

Agency Updates:  Carrie Woody informed the group that she has made a proposal to expand service into the City of Pickerington and Violet Township based on their local financial participation as well as state and federal grant matches.  She will update the summit as to the progress of this possible expansion at the next meeting.

TAC Update:  The group did decide to move forward with instating bylaws and officers to make this summit an official Advisory Committee as we move forward with our county-wide efforts.  Carrie Woody and Toby Shamblin offered to have by-laws ready for the next meeting, in which the group will sign the by-laws and discuss voting of officers.  As the group moves forward with into establishing a county-wide system, it is helpful to secure funding with having an established working group with set by-laws.
